Hollidaysburg Community Partnership’s Street Bench Dedication Program is a Success! 

 

HOLLIDAYSBURG, Pa. - Downtown Hollidaysburg is a more comfortable and 

beautiful place to spend your time now that fourteen new street benches are located along 

Allegheny Street and in the Diamond.  The project, organized by the Hollidaysburg Community 

Partnership, allowed businesses, organizations and individuals to buy a bench in the name of 

their company or group, or in memory or honor of loved ones.  The new benches were then 

dedicated to the Borough of Hollidaysburg with a plaque affixed to each bench reflecting the 

donor.   

 

Companies and organizations dedicating benches include: Allegheny Lutheran Social 

Ministries, The Hollidaysburg Area Arts Council, The Hollidaysburg Community Partnership, 

Hollidaysburg Rotary Club, McLanahan Corporation, and The Winds at Mattern Orchard.  

Benches were given in memory of Clyde F. Barnes, Dr. Samuel Cohen, Rose Fox Hoyt, Betty 

Mattas James, and Steven R. McGraw.  A bench was dedicated in honor of the family of William 

and Adelaide Fox.  One bench was given by Pat and Pam Baechle and another by Diane Osgood.   

 

This project is part of an ongoing effort to improve the streetscape in Downtown 

Hollidaysburg.  The Hollidaysburg Community Partnershipôs plan also includes the installation 

of ten trash receptacles and seven bicycle racks.  They hope to use a similar dedication program 

to purchase these items.
